Ways to Become a Better Health Model in 2009 
 
You may not be a perfect health model for your kids, but if they see you making a real 
effort to improve your own habits, they will start to realize that being healthy is really 
important. Here are some simple things you can do to help yourself and set a good 
example for your kids. 
 
♥ Make gradual changes: drink one more glass of water every day. Walk 10 minutes 
longer every week. Cut down one less indulgent food or drink every week. 
 
♥ Start walking: take the stairs. Park at the back of the parking lot. 
 
♥ Drink more water and less soda: you can’t expect your kids to cut back on soda 
if you don’t. 
 
♥ Listen to when you’re full: ban the “clean your plate” rule. Push your plate away 
when you’re no longer hungry. 
 
♥ Slow down: It takes 20 minutes for your stomach to tell your brain you’ve been 
fed, Try little tricks to slow yourself down such as putting your fork down between 
bites. 
 
♥ Be positive: don’t talk about your weight or put yourself down in front of your kids. 
You don’t want them to think that a healthy lifestyle is all about what they weigh. 
 
♥ Focus on the why as well as the how: Knowing why being healthy is important 
will lead to meaningful change. When you learn something new or a little tip that 
works for you, share it with your family.

First Aid for Lips 
 
Cold, dry outside weather and warm, dry inside rooms contribute to 
all of the chapped lips and red, sore–looking chins that we see on 
little ones during the winter. The drier the lips get, the more they are 
licked. We encourage kids not to lick the natural oilsaway, but to 
help them heal, application of lip balm or Vaseline is necessary. 
Children can come into the health office and help themselves to the 
Vaseline as needed.
